It is the preference of the scholarship committee to award scholarships to family 
relations of members of the Rutgers University chapters of the Alpha Delta Epsilon and/
or Alpha Gamma Rho fraternities.  It is also the preference of the scholarship committee 
to award scholarships to eligible family members who are enrolling in an institute of 
higher education, particularly students enrolled/enrolling at Rutgers University.  
However, this scholarship may be awarded for any academic need and is not limited 
solely to college scholarships.  The scholarship committee will evaluate each 
application based on its individual merits, which may include the preferences above. 

It is anticipated that the total award for the academic year 2021-2022 will be $25,000, 
but the actual amount distributed may be lowered at the discretion of the scholarship 
committee.     

Scholarship recipients are required to provide proof of satisfactory completion of their 
course of study for this academic year within 30 days after the completion of their 
academic year.  The form of this verification will vary depending on the nature of the 
course of study.  For courses of study for which grades are awarded, a copy of the 
scholarship recipient’s transcript must be provided.  For courses of study that do not 
prepare transcripts, a letter from the instructor/educator/administrator from the 
institution must be provided regarding the satisfactory completion of study.
